DIRECTIONS TO THE RADIO READING NETWORK OF MARYLAND

2901 Liberty Heights Avenue, Baltimore, MD 21215-7807 – (410-462-8580)

At the corner of Liberty Heights Avenue and Druid Park Drive.  

From the North:
a) Take I-83 South to the Cold Spring Lane exit.  Take Cold Spring Lane West to Greenspring Avenue and turn left.  Continue on Greenspring Avenue to Druid Park Drive and turn right.  Stay on Druid Park Drive until it ends at Liberty Heights Avenue.  The Palladium, a large, gray castle-like structure will be on your right.  Go straight through the traffic signal and drive directly onto the Baltimore City Community College campus.  See bottom of page for directions once on campus.

b) Take I-83 South to Northern Parkway exit.  Take Northern Parkway West until it ends at Liberty Heights Avenue.  Turn left onto Liberty Heights Avenue and continue until you get to the traffic signal where Druid Park Drive comes in on the left.  The Palladium (large, gray castle-like structure) will be on your left.  Turn right onto the BCCC campus.  See bottom on page for directions once on campus

From the North and West:
Take I-695 (Baltimore Beltway) to exit 18, Liberty Road.  Take the Lochearn exit, which will bring you into the city.  Liberty Road becomes Liberty Heights Avenue at the city line.  Continue on Liberty Heights until to you get to the traffic signal where Druid Park Drive comes in on the left.  A large gray, castle-like structure will be on your left.  Turn right onto the BCCC campus.  The College is about 5 miles inside I-695.  See bottom of page for directions once on campus.

From the South:
Take I-95 and exit at Caton Avenue North.  Caton Avenue becomes Hilton Street where the main traffic flow bears left at a fork (with Hilton Street marked), then becomes Hilton Parkway and Hilton Street again.  Turn right at Liberty Heights Avenue.  At the second traffic signal turn right onto the BCCC campus.  Druid Park Drive will be on the left as will the Palladium (large, gray castle-like structure).  The College is about 5 miles from I-95 by the Caton Avenue/Hilton Street route.  See bottom of page for directions once on campus.

Once on the campus of Baltimore City Community College:
Drive straight into the campus, following the road behind the long row of buildings that will be on your left.  Go all the way behind the buildings following the road over a few road bumps. At the end of the building on the left are a large satellite dish and a small parking lot.  Continue up the hill to the parking lot gate.  If the gate is up, you may proceed to the upper parking lot.  If the gate is down, push the buzzer and say you are a volunteer for Radio Reading Network.  When the gate opens go up the hill and park.  Your parking pass must be displayed prominently on your dashboard.  Take the main path (reserved college staff spaces are on the left) and walk past the building on the left.  Turn left and enter the Fine Arts Building through the first set of red double doors.  Bear right and go down the corridor towards the handicapped sign.  Turn left and go through the double doors marked Student Activities.  The studio is the first door on the right. 
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
